Borough Cllr P Jakobsson reported on the following items:

· BBC items- Dealing with budget setting, LDP adoption and the Boundary Commission for review of ward boundaries. There is a suggestion that the Tipps Cross ward could be increased from 2 Cllr’s to 3 – to be confirmed.
County Cllr L Wagland reported the following:
· ECC items – ECC has increased its precept. A leaflet is due to be released highlighting expenditure and finance information. The serious social care challenge eats up a lot of the budget meaning that issues such as pot holes and highways defects has a limited budget as a result. The share out of the Locality Fund has changed from previous years which Cllr Wagland will discuss with the Clerks at the time applications are made. The pot hole initiative is due to re-open and she could take on board up to 6 pot holes for the parish under this scheme. Could Cllr’s relay the most serious pot holes of concern to the Clerk for submission. PC members can log the pot holes on the ECC online reporting tool and then give the reference numbers to Cllr Wagland for inclusion. Cllr Wagland will notify us once this scheme re-opens. We will then need to act quite quickly.

Fingerpost at Wenlocks Lane – Pulled down by an unknown culprit on the same evening it was reinstated. The PC decided to temporarily store it before reinstating it again. To be monitored.

Millennium Field enquiry from Friends of Blackmore School (FOBS)

An enquiry was received by the Village Hall Committee to hire the field for a fund-raising event for Blackmore Primary School. FOBS had applied and were hoping to hire an afternoon Circus on 3rd July 2022. In addition to the field they would be using the adjacent Village Hall facilities. This was discussed in great detail by the POS Committee on 14.2.22 and as per the minutes circulated, the following recommendations were made:
· To allow FOBS to hire the field at a reduced rate of £150.00 – to be invoiced by the Village Hall and reimbursed to the PC
· This would be a ticket only event

· The usual T&C’s apply which the Clerk will forward to Cllr Cannon

· The PC did not agree to FOBS having an external bar on the field and would prefer the adjacent Sports & Social club to be used. Cllr Cannon will discuss this with FOBS and Trina at the S&S club.

Approval of the above terms was recommended by Cllr Clarke and this was unanimously approved.

Queen’s Platinum Jubilee commemoration June 2022 

The POS Committee had discussed an enquiry received from Pamela Rew to hold her charity fund raising stall on the Green during the commemorations. The POS’ recommendation was to allow this on the Sunday only, due to limited space on the Saturday. Mrs Rew also asked if she could have the same permission to hold it over the Bank Holiday weekend of 1st and 2nd May. It was proposed by Cllr Watley and unanimously agreed that Mrs Rew would be granted permission to hold her event on the Green on the Sunday only during the Jubilee celebrations and the 1st and 2nd May be granted. The Clerk will advise Mrs Rew of this decision. Cllr Bridge advised that BBC had approved the PC’s planning application for the beacon. Cllr Cannon enquired with Cllr Wagland the possibility of free road closures during the weekend of the celebrations, 2nd and 4th June.
